The secret lies in 
the slim Ecostat surface-mounted thermostat which offers a 
convenient option to switch between overhead shower and hand 
spray, together with precise selection of the desired temperature 
down to the nearest degree. With the design of the new Ecostat 
thermostat lines, the bathroom fittings and showerhead specialist 
Hansgrohe shows that temperature regulators can indeed be visually 
pleasing objects for use in interior design, as well as being a perfect 
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match for the look of the showerheads and wash basin taps. The 
thermostat is ideal for use with a bath tub or a shower, and its many 
advantages make for all-round comfort: an improved thermal 
element, easily replaced if needed, reacts in seconds to fluctuations 
in temperature and pressure. Thanks to its programmable maximum 
temperature, an integrated hot water limiting device protects against 
scalding. Further protection comes from the Safety Stop function at 
approximately 38°C. This prevents excessively high temperatures 
from being selected by mistake. The Ecostop function means that the 
thermostats achieve up to 50 per cent savings on water volume – 
and hence on energy and money as well.

Thanks to the 
innovative EcoSmart technology, the bathroom fittings and shower 
specialist has achieved a marked reduction in water consumption 
during showering as well – and all with undiminished showering 
pleasure. Compared with conventional shower sprays, the new 
Crometta 85 Green hand and overhead showers reduce water 
consumption by up to 60 per cent regardless of the water pressure. A 
combination of cleverly devised flow regulation and central air intake 
developed by the Hansgrohe fluid stream laboratory reduces 
consumption of the Crometta 85 Green to a maximum of six liters of 
water per minute – which is significantly less than the average 
consumption of conventional shower units. This saves valuable water 
resources and – as hot water is generally used for showering – 
energy resources, too. “At present there is no brand of shower spray 
that uses so little water while offering so much showering comfort as 
the Hansgrohe Crometta 85 Green,” Hansgrohe brand manager 
Richard Grohe points out. “This means that every one of us can 
make a contribution to climate protection and sustainable use of 
water resources, even when under the shower.”
